SAVING ENTERPRISE
A look back in time.

Excerpts from “History of the Enterprise PresenmatiSociety, Inc.,” a timeline that
chronicles the significant events, activities, andcesses of EPS, as well as the
actions by residents of Enterprise who organizetependently to fight high-density
development proposals in our communit@arol Aymar

March 2000 — EPS was founded by a small group of Enterpas&ents who had
attended a meeting at the old Baptist Church ombésn Avenue in Enterprise.

The organizers of that meeting were trying to padeuesidents of Enterprise to
annex into DeBary. Therewas an age-old fearEn&trprise was going to be
annexed bit by bit into Deltona, until Historic Enprise no longer existed. Instead
of just rolling over, several members of the aucestood up and urged residents to
fight for the identity of Enterprise. From thatetag, the idea for the Enterprise
Preservation Society was born.

July 2000— An organized group of Enterprise citizens appednrefore County
Council to fight the first Thornby ComprehensivaiPAmendment (up-zoning for
condos), and the group was successful. Aroundtithat the Trust for Public Lands
was contacted to explore acquisition and presenvaii the historic 40-acre parcel.

August 2000- The core group of residents held the first tongeting at the Florida
United Methodist Children’s Home to explore comntyisiupport for the
incorporation of Enterprise.

Fall 2000— EPS became a chartered organization and combacervey of
Enterprise residents to gauge the community’sriigelabout preserving the historic
and rural character of Enterprise.

November 2000- EPS sponsored the community’s first “Old Florfigestival’ as a
fundraiser for efforts to preserve Enterprise.

Progress on the East Central Regional Rail Trail, Bterprise to Titusville

The newEnterprise to Titusville TraMvith connections to the Spring to Spring Tralil
IS in various stages of completion. In additiomeav 260 mile St. Johns River to the
Sea Loop Trails now under development which includes the Emigego Titusville
Trall.

The East Central Regional Rail Trail, also knowthesEnterprise to Titusville Trail
or from the other end, the Titusville to Enterprtisal, officially began about one
year ago with the purchase of the rail bed fromRibeda East Coast Railroad by
the State.

Since Volusia County will effectively lease theit@operty from the state, a
Management Plan is required by the state. Thisided a listing of natural resources
(the environmental analysis study helps here), asése property and management
activities. The plan is being developed in coopenatvith Brevard County and will
be completed by April 2009 to coincide with lettinfjthe first construction contract.
You may ask, “How will I get to the Gemini Springsail from Providence Bivd.?”
The newDebary bypass road includes a 12 ft wide trailtersouth side connecting
Providence Blvd. almost to I-A connection under |-4 is now under investigation.
A small trailhead is located at Green Springs Plawk.a much larger one needs to be
built closer to Deltona and the major roads.

Seashore’s proposed trail system. The trail incaes the Enterprise-Titusville
trail as well as the Spring-to-Spring Trail and greposed De Leon Springs to
Palatka Trail which is now under a feasibility studhis is actually the first phase
of a trail project, the “where do we put it and wall it cost” phase.
