Provide a pedestrian-friendly streetscape along Mai Street to create
a village hamlet character

Maintain a rural roadway ambiance along DeBary AveDoyle Road
Implement a traditional development pattern to be ompatible with
and complement the existing rural character of Enteprise through
local architectural styles, building and site desig.

The Pattern Book was presented by County stafft8 Board members for their
comments and suggestions on Jafl. IPhe standards shall apply to all new non-
residential developments and residential subdinsiwithin Enterprise and shall be used
in addition to any other requirements of the VauSounty Zoning Ordinance and all
applicable building codes.

Three public hearings will be held before adoptiorof the Pattern Book PLDRC
(planning & zoning); (2) County Council meeting&s soon as the hearings are
scheduled we'll notify our members and supp ortersy-sined!

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River of Lakes Heritage Corridor Works Toward S cenic Highway Designation

The River of Lakes Heritage Corridor (ROLHC), tharketing arm of the West Volusia
Tourism Advertising Authority, promotes West VolastCounty as a distinct place to
visit, live, work and play. Already a long-standiagd successful tourism advertising
entity, in recent years the ROLHC has restructuitseélf as an education- and
preservation-oriented not-for-profit organizatitmthis way, the ROLHC will be able to
raise funds and develop programs to further itssimisto preserve, protect and promote
its region’s unique cultural heritage.

In 2005, the ROLHC seized an opportunity through Elorida Scenic Highway Program
that could potentially give its 15 West Volusia caonities access to millions of dollars
in federal and state funding for enhancement, pvaten and beautification projects.
The Florida Scenic Highway Program is a grassr@btsrt with special emphasis on
preserving, maintaining, protecting and enhancimgi@nding intrinsic resources through
community-based support resulting in increased isourand economic growth. For
instance,the US. Travel Data Center estimates that every @ of a designated
Scenic Highway generates between $30,000-$35,000toarist spending annually.
This equates to approximately $3.6 million for thel20-mile River of Lakes Heritage
Corridor .

The ROLHC formed a Scenic Highway Corridor AdvocacyGroup (CAG) to seek a
Scenic Highway designation for West Volusia’'s U.3Highway 17 and 17/92 corridor
from the St. Johns River Bridge to the Putnam Count line, including several
ancillary roads such as CR 3, CR 4053 (Grand AvengyeCR 4110 (Old New York
Avenue), CR 5758 (Enterprise/Osteen Road), CR 4139R 415, and SR 11.

The CAG continues to work steadily through the glestion application process. The
first-phase eligbility application — a 90+-pagecdment outlining the CAG'’s vision and
goals and cataloguing more than 75 archaeologiealeational, scenic, historic, cultural
and natural intrinsic resources — was approved ctoer 2007 by the Florida
Department of Transportation’s (FDOT) Scenic Higgwtadvisory Committee (SHAC).

This month, the CAG and CME will be submitting fisal application for designation.
The Scenic Highway Advisory Committee (SHAC) meetsn Tallahassee on
February 18, 2009 to award designation status to ith cycle’s applicants.

For the second year in a row, Florida has ranked fst in the nation for receiving the
most federal Scenic Highway funding: nearly $4 miibn in 2008 Anticipating its
designation in February, the ROLHCSC CME is nowppriag its first round of potential
grant applications for special projects along therr@or. These include Corridor
Management Plan (CMP) implementation and sup padguinterpretive and wayfinding
signage planning, and marketing planning and nelterilr hese grants are due in March
2009 with funding to follow for approved grants uplegislative approval in 2009-2010.
In communities along the corridor identify and pleor growth and cohesive design
issues.

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Florida Environmental Commission Approves
Clean Car Rules

In early December, the Florida Environmental Commission voted in
favor of adoption of what are known as the California Motor Vehicle
Emission Standards.

The rules will now move to the State Legislature for approval,
according to a provision in Energy Bill HB 7135. They require motor
vehicles brought to Florida for sale, lease or rent to meet vehicle
emissions standards for greenhouse gases. The Florida Energy and
Climate Change Action Plan assumed that adoption of the rule will
reduce greenhouse gas emissions, the principal driver of global
warming, by 80 million metric tons of carbon dioxide.

“Floridians’ call for action has been heard, and we congratulate the
Commission for putting Florida first in the effort to combat climate
change,” Audubon Deputy Director Eric Draper said, following the
vote. “This overwhelming approval of clean cars is good for Florida's
birds and beaches, and for healthy communities and a vibrant
economy.”
