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Enterprise Historic District

After more than six years of planning by Enterprise residents, EPS members,
Volusia County Staff and Pat Northey the Enterprise Historic District was
officially designated on September 23, 2008. Many long hours of research,
meetings and coordinating efforts have been spent for the preservation of this
special area. We can now celebrate the district's completion as we continue
working for good things to come... Like the Enterprise Heritage Center.

The adoption of the district was voted on unanimously by the Volusia County
Historic Preservation Board. This vital part of the Enterprise Local Area Plan
(ELAP) will work to protect more than 20 officially recognized historic structures
and sites in the West Enterprise area.

The district boundaries are outlined below as taken from the official September
23" minutes:

D-08-01: Application for the Certificate of Design  ation of the Enterprise
Historic District, boundaries generally take in pro perties south of Lexington
Avenue and north of Lakeshore Dr.; between Clark St  reet and Madison
Place, and including the Florida United Methodist C  hildren’s Home west of
Main Street, Enterprise, FL.

The oversite and regulation of the properties in the district will be governed by
the Volusia County Historic Preservation Board. Generally, only issues where a
construction permit is required will be reviwed by the board. It was the goal of all
involved to create a tool of the least restrictive nature but to establish guidelines
to preserve the historic structures so important to Enterprise’s rich historic past.
The property owners will now be able apply for county tax abatements for
improvements to the historic buildings regarding restoration, maintenance and
historically appropriate additions or modifications. Julie Scofield, the Volusia

County Historic Preservation Officer, will guide owners through the district
benefits and regulations regarding any future changes. The property owners
have made a great investment in preserving Enterprise and see the benefits of
sharing it with future generations to come.
In addition to being in the district it is important to recognize two organizations
that lead the way in preserving our communities tangible past.

The Florida United Methodist Children’s Home has recently recei ved
National Register recognition for their campus and structures . We are
proud of the 100 year heritage of this institution and the many lives it has touched
well beyond Enterprise. President / CEO, Mike Galloway, and his staff have
worked tirelessly preparing for their centennial celebration and their campus
reflects their dedication to historic preservation. Itis a blessing to have them as
part of our community.

And-

The All Saints Episcopal church which is in its 127 ™ year of
congregational worship was added to the U.S. National Reqister of Historic
Places on May 3, 1974. In the past two years the parishioners have completed
a preservation effort by replacing the roof of the sanctuary with a historic pressed
tin tile roof and made needed repairs the the “Padget House” currently used as
their thrift shop. With the guidance of Father Rei Castro a building committee
has been working toward the planning of a larger sanctuary to accommodate a
larger congregation. They are currently working with Julie Scofield for a plan that
can be brought before the Volusia County Historic Preservation Board in the near
future. We wish them well in their efforts.

Enterprise is the second official historic district in Volusia County and will
be used as a template for others to be established in the near future. Cassadaga
and Seville are now pursuing districts of their own.

So as we continue to see change occur in our area, remember that we as a
community can work together to make it a positive change for all.

RIVER QUEST

WHAT IS IT ?

River Quest is a new series of treasure huntschirgf through West Volusia County, also
known as the River of Lakes Heritage Corridor. Twridor spans 15 communities from
Seville in Northwest Volusia to Osteen in the Sewght. Quests are place-based educational
activities that utilize rhyming and riddle-like es along with hand-drawn maps, icons and
GPS coordinates to reveal special places and sto€eesters might meander through
communities, historic sites, cemeteries, foresestlamds and more. Quests are usually on-
foot adventures that gently share and teach therall historical and natural history of the
region. They are a perfect way to spend an aftermoaveekend with family or friends.

THE QUESTING TRADITION

River Quest was inspired by a Vermont-based prograled Valley Quest, which in turn
was born out of a 150-year-old tradition in SoutsiMEngland called “Letterboxing.” This
was the British practice of following maps and rhggriddles through the moors in search
of boxes that held clues about their natural otucal location.

The first River Quest program to be completed weasRersimmon Hollow Quest, based in
downtown DelLand. Also recently completed is DeBsrackcountry Quest, featuring
DeBary Hall Historic Site and Kingsbury's Quest Emnterprise. New Quests are being
written in Orange City and at the Pioneer Settleanfi@nthe Creative Arts in Barberville.

FOR THE TECH AT HEART

Today, activities such as letterboxing, orientegr(another treasure-seeking activity that
uses maps and compasses) and questing have talkenew twist by incorporating modern
technology in the form of GPS, or global positianisatellite, devices to assist in the hunt.
The search for hidden treasures, or caches, udifg @its is called Geocaching. While not
required for any River Quest program, using a G&gce is a fun option for many tech-savy



individuals, and has allowed the River Quest progta tap into the exploding world-wide
network of Geocachers who frequently travel far avide in search of the next hidden
treasure.
