Back in the day, before there were Friends of Thgriihornby still had a friend -- a very good
friend. Her name is Valerie Grill.

In 1984, Valerie and several other local residstdged the West Volusia Conservancy, a non-

profit organization, with the goal of keeping Eptése the rural, quiet and beautiful place that
we all cherish.

A forerunner of the Enterprise Preservation Sociiey West Volusia Conservancy worked on
iIssues dealing with Gemini Springs, Green Sprimgistlae Kratzert Preserve, as well as historic
Thornby. As many as 60 people were involved. Tese there when Deltona became a city
and when development was proposed for Green Spriflgsy were there when Volusia County
Council voted to allow the Thornby property to le¥eloped, and were instrumental in the same
Council changing its mind and rejecting the propgsian.

Valerie Grill now lives in a farm in Tennessee, $loe still has family in this area. As most of
you know, a book about how Thornby was savedtlarworks. The "pre-story"” of this historic
property is the story of Valerie and everyone whasien and hard work years ago set the stage
for Friends of Thornby to continue the fight tostecessful end last year.

Valerie says,power was not what | was looking favhen she began the struggle, although she
certainly had influence along the way. One thing srganized was a "boat-in" along the St.
Johns to protest the DeBary Creek development mawk as River Oaks -- an event that
received newspaper and TV coverage!

Happily for Valerie and the rest of us, Thornby wsased. Everyone who supported Friends of
Thornby owes a big debt to all of those who canferbais, and in the Thornby book, due out
next year, we'll share the stories of those wh@werthe "front lines" of the struggle. With the
latest news of the Enterprise Plan being adoptatijnmg could be more fitting than to honor and
remember the hard work of those who came before us.
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Update on the East Central Regional Rail-Trail

The Enterprise to Titusville trail is approachingetconstruction phaselhe whole trail
management plan is finished and under review bystaee, who owns the property. The trail
section from Providence Blvd to SR-415 is near giesiompletion. We believe that the
construction contract for this 12 ft wide trail Wwbe let within the next few months.
Completion of this funded portion should be withityear. The trail section alongside of the
Debary Road bypass is provided, compliments of Yodusia County Department of
Transportation. What started out as a wide sideviralkhe initial plan has wisely been
transformed into a 12 ft wide trail. The sectiontlw trail behind the Thornby property was
not to exist; it was to run along Debary Ave, ardtine 7-11 and down Providence. The land
does not belong to the state or the county. Fotéhyjathe county required access to a
retention pond for the new road and obtained a tengn lease on the property. In order to
rarely access the retention pond, they need to thevehort stretch. The 12 ft wide pavement
you will soon see is just perfect for this purpoBlee plans for Thornby Park include a 12 ft
wide trail section connecting to this “access rbanvironmental studies and preliminary
design plans for the rest of the trail in Volusiau@ty are near completion. There is no
money for construction at the present time. ThelerBoevard County section is unfunded as
well.

Every Census Bureau worker takes a lifetime oath to protect
confidentiality. Data cannot be released or shared for 72 years.
Don't be afraid to be counted even if you are not a documented
resident. Census data cannot be shared with anyone, including
welfare, immigration and law-enforcement agencies.

it brings us money

An undercounting of even 1,000 people can cost Volusia County
and your city millions of dollars. Governments use census data to
allocate billions of dollars in funding for education, public safety,
housing, roads, public transportation and other community
services. Census figures also determine representation in the
federal and state legislatures and help attract new businesses
and jobs to our community.

Everyone is counted

Everyone living in the United States is counted, including citizens
and non-citizens.

iIt’s required by law

All residents are required to return their census questionnaires.
The U.S. Constitution requires a national census every 10 years.

No one will knock on your door

The Census Bureau will visit the homes of residents who do not
mail back questionnaires by April 1, 2010. If you complete and
return your form by mail, a Census worker will not visit your home.
